Below is a list of all the workshops that will be available at the Transition Fair, along with an overview of what will be covered during each one. 
Each workshop will last for 40mins:

· during the first half the professional leading the workshop will give information about the service

· the second half will be a question and answer session, giving parents and carers an opportunity to raise any queries they have
We have asked all workshop facilitators to make available information leaflets for parents and carers to take home with them.  You will be provided with folders upon registration to safe-keep any information you pick up on the day.

We appreciate you might like to be able to attend more workshops than time permits at this event – do not despair!  There will be a feedback form for you to complete (on the day) where you can tell us which workshops you would like repeated at a later date, as well as your suggestions for any others we may not have thought of this time round.

Person Centered Planning & Approaches This workshop will explain what is meant by working in a person centered way, outline the key person centered tools and explain how Wiltshire Council is introducing person centered approaches to the transition process and adult services, in particular the Year 9 Annual Review.

Connexions  are a key agency in the transition process.  This workshop will look at the role of the Personal Adviser and the information, advice and guidance they can offer young people and their families, including an introduction to the options available at the ages of 16 and 18.

Housing Options A look at the various housing options and support that are available to disabled young people to enable them to live in their own homes.

Transport An opportunity to ask questions about transport to college and other activities.  To include an introduction to travel training.

Adult Social Care The transition to Adult Services at 18, and the support available for those young people who are eligible.

Advocacy This workshop will outline the role of the Advocacy Service in supporting disabled young people to say what they want to about their lives now and in the future.

Learn to Earn Project - Wiltshire College Find out about a project to get young people with a learning disability into employment.  Learn to Earn is a successful project that is unique to Wiltshire. It aims to help young people with learning disabilities prepare for work, find paid employment and sustain a job. It is run in partnership between 3 colleges (Wiltshire, Farleigh and Fairfield) and Wiltshire Council's employment support team (WEST).
Direct Payments Compass currently hold the contract for the Direct Payment Support Service for Wiltshire County Council. This workshop will cover the service that Compass are able to provide and look at how direct payments work.

Reach and Create Inclusive Reach Inclusive Arts is an arts charity promoting inclusion for disabled people . Their aim is to develop and nurture an arts culture involving disabled people through accessible activities. Reach deliver a range of arts activities that employ professional artists. These projects include visual arts, performing arts, film and media, drama, music, movement and dance. One of their current arts groups is an Animation Film Partnership called “Create Inclusive” based in Swindon.

Health This workshop will look at the transition of young people with a learning disability who also require a health service. This is an opportunity to ask questions about how the transition between children and adult services for these young people is managed.
