
Short Breaks Fair - Friday 23rd April 2010 – Devizes

Workshop Menu and Booking Form
Below is a list of all the workshops that will be available at the Short Breaks Fair, along with an overview of what will be covered during each one.  

Each workshop will last for 40mins:

· during the first half the professional leading the workshop will give information about the service

· the second half will be a question and answer session, giving parents and carers an opportunity to raise any queries they have
We have asked all workshop facilitators to make available information leaflets for parents and carers to take home with them.  You will be provided with folders upon registration to safe-keep any information you pick up on the day.

We appreciate you might like to be able to attend more workshops than time permits at this event – do not despair!  There will be a feedback form for you to complete (on the day) where you can tell us which workshops you would like repeated at a later date, as well as your suggestions for any others we may not have thought of this time round.

Bridging Projects 13-19yrs This workshop will give an overview of the youth clubs open to all disabled young people  currently available at 10 locations across Wiltshire. Provided by Wiltshire Council’s Youth Development Service, find out what kind of things a young person might expect to do at a youth club, how they are managed and run, what facilities and support is available and plans for the future.
Children’s Disability Team (CDT) Meet one of the Managers and Social Workers from the Children’s Disability Teams.  They will tell you about their roles, which services are accessible through the CDT’s, how they support families and about the assessment process.  Eligibility Criteria will be explained in a parent friendly format.  Hot off the press: this has currently been reviewed, in collaboration with the Wiltshire Parent Carer Council, as a direct result of feedback from consultation with wider parent members.
Common Assessment Framework (CAF) What is a CAF? Do I need one?  How do I get one? Who should be involved?  How long does it take?  A complete overview of the CAF.
Direct Payments & Wiltshire Direct Payment Support Service (WDPSS) Find out all you need to know about Direct Payments; what they are, what they can be used for and what support is available through the Wiltshire Direct Payment Support Service.
Early Years 0-2yrs Learn about short break provision for 0-2yrs under the Local Offer, ie. funded sessions at a District Specialist Centre or Early Years setting and how the number of sessions provided for each child will be agreed.  
Family Link Service This service is accessible through the Children’s Disability Teams (CDT’s), to those families who meet the eligibility criteria for receiving a service from the CDT’s.  The Family Link Service consists of overnight short breaks (typically known as ‘respite’) to a disabled child/young person, in the home of an approved carer. Find out how carer’s are ‘approved’, learn about the procedures for setting up a placement for your child and how long it’s likely to take.  
Free Time Subsidy This workshop will explain how Free Time Subsidy is being used by schools to develop out of hours school learning for all children; before school, lunch-times, after school, weekends and holidays. This could be anything from swimming, horse-riding, painting, the performing arts – the list goes on.   Programmes are already in place in some of the special schools in Wiltshire, and will be rolled out to others during the course of the year.
Learning Disability Nurse & Occupational Therapist Learning Disability Nurse - Did you know you can self-refer to a Learning Disability Nurse? They can provide practical support, advice, tools and techniques according to your child’s disability on a whole range of areas and issues; from challenging behaviour to continence, epilepsy to diet, communication to sexual health and so much more!  Occupational Therapists evaluate a child’s needs, can recommend therapy, adaptations and modifications to your home, improving the child’s ability to perform tasks in their daily living space.
Local Offer Find out more about each choice available under the Local Offer for Wiltshire.  Barnardos will talk about regular activity clubs and the role of the Inclusion Worker.  Core Offer Payments and the Inclusion Support fund will be explained in more detail.   

Support for Parents : ASK Offers various types of support and information to families.  An overview of all their services relevant to children and young people with disabilities, with particular emphasis on the help they can give to parents regarding education and the Statement of Educational Needs.
Support for Parents : Carer’s Support The aim of Carer’s Support is to help ensure that no Carer has to reach crisis point before they get the support they need.  You may care for someone, but who cares for you? Find out how Carer’s Support make it easier for parents to cope through advice, information and support. A complete overview of their service, including short breaks for carers!
Support for Parents : Parent Support Advisors (PSA’s) PSA’s are school-based and work in partnership with families, schools and other professionals.  This workshop will explain their role and how they support parents with information, advice, addressing issues such as a child’s social, emotional, health and/or behavioural development and more.
